Watters said her motherõs 

past had no effect on her decision to twirl.  òI didnõt really want 

anything to do with what she did ñ I wanted to make my own 

path,ó she said.  Her mother, Lori Watters, admitted that while 

she wanted   Catherine to twirl at Penn State, she didnõt want 

her daughter to follow in her tracks. 

At the age of 8, Lori Watters took her daughter to various les-

sons ñ but Catherine dismissed all other sports. She was too 

tall for gymnastics, and ice skating was of no interest to her. 

Baton twirling caught her attention with its combination of 

rhythmic gymnastics and ballet.  Her parents hired Beverly 

Johnson, former twirling national champion and a longtime 

coach, as Wattersõ trainer. Watters said that Johnson has made 

an impact on her and her twirling. 

Football season is Wattersõ designated òoff season,ó but she 

still practices with the band for two hours daily.  òIõm definitely a 

part of the band,ó she said. òWe spend almost every single day 

together during football season.ó 

òCatherine is the exception here. é Sheõs full-out twirling,ó she 

said. òSheõs doing competition material out on the football field, 

but thatõs not what the public often sees.ó 

Wattersõ private coach at the UW, Kathy Forsythe, said Watters 

works hard and her determination shows.  òWhatever weõve 

worked on, she has made it her goal to perfect it,ó Forsythe 

said. òShe doesnõt shy away from something she canõt do imme-

diately. Sheõs a very committed athlete. She does what she 

needs to do to reach her goals.ó 

Watters plans to retire from competitive twirling after graduat-

ing college.
