Eve . Farr, a senior, is the Captain of the UT

In Orlando on New Year's Day, Lauryn
DeBaie of Londonderry will be the fourth Red
Star to lead the Penn State Marching Blue
Band onto the field. DeBaie follows Branley-

The Nittany Lions take on Louisian State
University, a team the entire Red Star team
saw in the Nokia Sugar Bowl in 2002 when
they were guest performers at halftime.
DeBaie brought a new distinction to her
twirling career by having her picture on the
back of a cereal box. Only available in
Pennsylvania, it features the Nittany Lion
football team on one side and other activities
on reverse.

Meanwhile in Birmingham, Alabama, Alyssa
McLaughlin of Derry will lead the University
of Connecticut Husky Band in the
Papajohns.com Bowl going against South
Carolina. McLaughlin is the National Baton
Twirling Association's 2009 three-baton
champion.
